The Pensacola Yacht Club Chapter of the
International Order of the Blue Gavel will host the
Centennial Year “Blessing of the Fleet” Sanday,
April 6, 2008, in conjunction with the PYC Opening
Day Ceremony. The Blue Gavel is an international
organization of Past Commodores of recognized
yacht clubs whose mission is to maintain the
customs, traditions and history of yachting, such as
the BLESSING OF THE FLEET.

All Pensacola Bay area boat owners and skippers
are encouraged to participate in this historic

event. As a Bay area boater you are invited to
participate in this event.

Current participants include members of Navy Yacht
Club Pensacola, Pensacola Beach Yacht Club,
Grand Lagoon Yacht Club, and the Gulf Breeze
Power Squadron, as well as the Pensacola Yacht
Club.

The skippers of all boats, both sail and power, are
encouraged to join in the OPENING DAY festivities
at PYC prior to the Blessing. Boats may be tied up at
the T-dock but must depart the T-dock NLT 1430.

In addition, prizes will be given for the best
decorated sail and powerboats.

Schedule of Events

1430All boats assemble in the vicinity of Bayou
Chico Channel Marker Number 2 and should form
up in a circle (counterclockwise) in sequence with at
least 3 boat lengths between boats. PYC Race
Committee Boat MAXINE will be in the vicinity to
organize the parade.

1455The Lead Boat MAXINE will lead the parade
of boats toward the PYC T-dock.

1500MAXINE will pass in front of the PYC T-dock
to Salute the Commodore and receive their blessing
from PYC Fleet Chaplain and then continue into the
turning basin near Runyan’s. After all boats have
passed the T-dock, skippers may return to the T-
dock for docking and continuation of festivities on
the lawn at PYC.

1600Awards for best decorated sailboat and power
boat.

1600Fish Fry with soft drinks, beer, and wine
included will be available on the patio of PYC.

PREEMIE CUP REGATTA 2008 —
MORE FUN THAN EVER!

PBYC will host its annual Preemie Cup Regatta on
April 26™ to benefit the Neonatal Intensive Care
Unit (NICU) at Sacred Heart Children’s Hospital.

The NICU began in 1970 as an 18-bed unit, and over
the last 37 years has grown to 55 beds. It is the
area’s only Level Ill intensive care nursery and is
staffed round-the-clock by full-time neonatologists,
neonatal nurses, developmental specialists and
Respiratory therapists dedicated to the care of
premature and critically-ill newborns. About 650
babies are admitted each year to NICU, and an
estimated 80 percent are there because of premature
birth — born anywhere from 2 to 16 weeks early.
The average stay in the NICU is around 17 days.

In addition to all the fun we had sailing for this
tremendous cause last year; PBYC'’s regatta raised
$1405. In addition, $26,595 was raised at the silent
auction presented by Kids’ Dentist Stu Bonnin and
the Fish House, for a total of $28,000 donated to the
Sacred Heart Foundation for the NICU. PBYC is
hoping to have twice the fun and raise twice the
money this year!

Accompanying this year’s regatta is a new way in
which to honor the special children in our lives —
some of whom may have been cared for in the
NICU, and many of whom have not. PBYC is
collecting donations from, but not limited to,
parents, grandparents, godparents, aunts and uncles
in honor of their children, grandchildren,
godchildren, nieces and nephews — and even those
babies who are on course to sail in soon! The names
of the donors along with the name(s) of their special
child(ren) will be posted at PBYC yacht club for all

to see, and we plan to post donor updates on
www.pensacolabeach-yc.qorgs well. We invite our
friends across the bay at Pensacola Yacht Club and
Navy Yacht Club to join us in the regatta, as well as
in contributions.

As is tradition, the donor making the largest
monetary contribution to this cause will have his or
her name engraved on the Preemie Cup Perpetual
Trophy, and will receive a take-home trophy as well.
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The donor does not have to be present to win this
award.

Festivities presented by Dr. Bonnin and the Fish
House begin Thursday, April 24with heavy hors
d'oeuvres & cash bar at the Fish House Outdoor
Deck, 600 South Barracks Street, from 6 p.m. to 9
p.m. The silent auction will feature trips to various
southeastern resorts, jewelry, spa treatments and
more! Tickets to the event are $30 per person, $50
per couple.

Registration for the Preemie Regatta is at 6 p.m.,
Friday, April 28", at PBYC; Skippers’ Meeting at 7
p.m. The regatta is Saturday, April "26with
double-handed, spinnaker, non-spinnaker and Laser
classes. Following the race, great post-race food, a
cash bar and awards will be held at PBYC.
Registration fee is $50 (cash or checks only), which
includes two tickets to the Thursday night silent
auction and two regatta T-shirts.
