Veteran’s Day Holiday....November 11 "

Did you know that most
Americans confuse Veterans Day with Memorial Day?
Memorial Day honors service members who died in service to
their country or as a result of injuries incurred during battle.
Deceased veterans are also remembered on Veterans Day but
the day is set aside to thank and honor living veterans who
served honorably in the military - in wartime or pe acetime.
Veterans Day, formerly known as Armistice Day , was originally
set as a U.S. legal holiday to honor the end of World War |, which
officially took place on November 11, 1918. In legislation that was
passed in 1938, November 11 was "dedicated to the cause of
world peace and to be hereafter celebrated and known as
'‘Armistice Day."™ As such, this new legal holiday honored World
War | veterans. In 1954, after having been through World War Il
and the Korean War, the 83rd U.S. Congress -- at the urging of
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the veterans service organizations -- amended the Act of 1938 by
striking out the word "Armistice" and inserting the word
"Veterans." With the approval of this legislation on June 1, 1954,
Nov. 11 became a day to honor American veterans of all wars.
